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EXPLANATIONS OF NOVICE, DISTRICT AND OPEN SECTIONS

NOVICE SECTIONS are open to any competitor who has never won ggdiise in the
particular section entered at any age. A congretrho wins a first place in a particular
section can then move to District sections in #itge of dance and at that age if they
reside within 120 kms of Taree Post Office. Thag dance all other style of dance in
Novice until they win a first place, they then madweDistrict or Open as the case may be.
Once a competitor wins a Novice section they are fonger a Novice in that style
dance and must dance in District or Open ******xx

DISTRICT SECTIONS are open to any competitor whose place of residesneghin a
radius of 120 kms of Taree Post Office who doeshietd a Championship title. If the
competitor has won a first prize in any style daimcéne District Sections they can move
up to the next age group in District and do notehtvmove into Open sections. Only if
they have won a first prize in the highest age groffered must they go into Open
sections. Holders of a District Championship title must dancein Open sections for
two years for all style danceand may return to District after that time if they have

not won a Championship at any Eisteddfod entered.The date will run for two
calendar years from 1st May.

An amateur can be
someone who teaches for three hours or less a week.
3 The committee reserves the right tacehany section in which less than three
entries have been received. In this case the Geenwill place the competitor in the
next highest age group or a refund will be givePlease indicate on entry form.
4 Dancers must perform in the order of the program bok. Any changes to
the order of a section must be verified with Commiee as well as the Stage Manager.
Order of program will only be altered in EXTREME CI RCUMSTANCES. There
is no advantage to being last in a section.
5 A competitomust qualify in District sectionsto be able to compete in District
Championships anahust qualify in Open sectiondo be able to compete in Open
Championships. THERE ARE NO EXCEPTIONS TO THIS RULE.
6 In Novice and District sections 8 yrs & under, 10 §s & under and 12 yrs &
under NO competitor will be allowed to dance on paite. In Open sections 8 yrs &
under and 10 yrs & under NO competitor will be allaved to dance on pointe.
12 yrs & under competitors MAY dance on pointe.
7 No competitor over the age of 10 yedrage can repeat a dance after
